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Mid Sussex RDA  is committed to protecting the privacy and personal data of its riders, volunteers, donors, and supporters. We will always be transparent about the data we collect and only use it for legitimate and specified purposes. As a member group of the national Riding for the Disabled Association (RDA), we adhere to the national body's data protection policy. 
The data we collect
We collect personal information directly from you when you complete our application or registration forms. The data we collect includes:
· For participants (riders): Name, date of birth, address, contact details, emergency contact information, and relevant medical information to ensure your safety.
· For volunteers: Name, contact details, and any necessary vetting information (e.g.Disclosure and Barring Service checks).
· For donors/supporters: Name, contact details, and records of your donations to process payments and claim Gift Aid, where applicable. 
How we use your data
We use your information for the following specific purposes:
· To administer and manage your involvement with the group: Including scheduling riding/carriage driving sessions, managing volunteer roles, and ensuring participant safety. For safeguarding, we will share your name and contact details with Lancing Equestrian 
· To communicate with you: We will send you information necessary for your participation, such as session times, cancellations, and group-related updates.
· For safety and legal compliance: We use medical data to conduct risk assessments and ensure the health and safety of participants and volunteers. We will share your information with emergency medical services if a medical emergency occurs.
· For operational purposes: We may share limited, anonymised data with the national RDA office for statistical analysis and reporting and Lancing Equestrian for safeguarding purposes for your sesstions at this venue 
· For fundraising and marketing (with consent): If you consent, we will use your details to send you newsletters and other information about how you can support our group. You may opt out of marketing communications at any time. 
Our legal basis for processing your data
We will only process your personal data where we have a lawful basis to do so under UK GDPR. For most of our activities, this will be:
· Legitimate interests: It is a legitimate interest for us as a charity to process the data of our participants, volunteers, and supporters to carry out our core activities effectively.
· Consent: Where required, we will ask for your explicit consent, for example, to send you marketing communications or use your photographs for publicity.
· Legal obligation: We are legally required to process certain data, such as financial records for Gift Aid claims.
· Contract: Processing is necessary to fulfil a contract with you, such as your agreement to participate or volunteer. 
Data retention and security
· We will only keep your personal data for as long as necessary for the purpose for which it was collected or to comply with a legal requirement.
· Your data is stored securely and access is limited to relevant personnel.
· Once data is no longer required, it will be securely and permanently deleted from our records. 
Your data rights
Under GDPR, you have the right to: 
· Request access to the personal information we hold about you.
· Ask for corrections to be made if you think any of the data we hold is inaccurate or incomplete.
· Request erasure of your data when there is no longer a need for us to hold it.
· Object to the processing of your data in certain circumstances.
· Withdraw consent for marketing at any time.
